Adapting and updating Highers and Advanced
Highers —highly regarded qualifications — is also part of the plan. Revised
arrangements will be introduced as part of a well planned process which will engage

all stakeholders.

strengthened to encourage ideas, innovation and learning from best practice.

Ultimately, the aim is to improve our young people’s achievements and life chances,
to nurture successful learners, confident individuals, effective contributors, and
